Antonin Dvorak

Concerto for Cello and Orchestra in B Minor,
Op. 104, B. 19

In 1892, Antonin Dvorak travelled to the United
States where he composed some of his most
famous works, including the Cello Concerto.
Having heard the Second Cello Concerto by
Victor Herbert in 1894, Dvorak decided to write
a concerto for his friend, the cellist Hanus
Wihan, who eagerly advised him on the cello
part. While composing the Concerto, Dvorak
learned that the love of his youth, his wife’s
sister, Josefina Kaunitzova had become
seriously ill. The Concerto reflects his thoughts
and memories of her. In the second movement,
Dvorak introduces the melody of his own song
"Let My Soul Fly Away" which used to be
Josefina's favourite. This tune returns Iin the
coda of the finale. Dvorak added it to the third
movement after Josefina's death, eschewing
the traditional cadenza. Instead of the virtuoso
passages of a soloist, we suddenly hear at the
end of the gay and light-hearted movement
Josephine's favourite melody, sad and
contemplative. It gradually disappears under
the breathing sound... flying away ... and, as the
composer himself writes, “the last bars are
taken up by the orchestra and the whole
concludes In a stormy mood". After its premiere
in 1896, the Concerto gained immense
popularity, being recognised among the best
Cello Concertos of all time. Dvorak's friend and
mentor Johannes Brahms is reported to have
remarked: "Why In the world didn't | know one
could write a cello concerto like this? If I'd only
known I'd have done it long ago!”

Ludwig van Beethoven
Symphony No. 3 in E-flat Major, Op. 55, “Eroica”
Beethoven's Symphony No. 3, commonly

known as the "Eroica Symphony,” was
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a significant turning point in Beethoven's career
and In the history of symphonic music.
Originally, Beethoven had dedicated the Third
Symphony to Napoleon Bonaparte, whom he
admired for his democratic and revolutionary
Ideals. However, when Napoleon declared
himself Emperor in 1804, Beethoven,
disillusioned by the betrayal of his Iideals,
removed the dedication and instead named the
symphony "Sinfonia Eroica" (Heroic Symphony).
The score was published in 1806 under the
Italian title "Sinfonia Eroica ... composta per
festeggiare il sovvenire di un grande Uomo"
("Heroic Symphony, composed to celebrate the
memory of a great man"). The first public
performance of Beethoven's Third Symphony
took place on 7 April 1805, at the Theater an der
Wien in Vienna. The "Eroica Symphony" played
a pivotal role in the transition from the Classical
to the Romantic era. Beethoven's use of
expanded orchestration, intricate thematic
development, and unconventional harmonies
set new standards for symphonic writing,
Inspiring generations of composers to follow.
Besides, Beethoven's innovative approach to
form, his emotional depth, and his exploration of
the human spirit greatly influenced subsequent
composers, Inspiring them to push the
boundaries of music and embrace the Romantic
Ideals of iIndividual expression and artistic
freedom. The "Eroica Symphony" remains one
of Beethoven's most celebrated and frequently
performed works, cherished for its expressive
power, innovation, and enduring influence on
the course of musical history.

Meanwhile in Georgia...

While Shalva Mshvelidze (1904-1984) created
the first Georgian symphony in 1943, it was
Andria Balanchivadze (1906-1992) who
achieved a significant milestone in 1944, The
brother of the renowned choreographer George
Balanchine, Andria composed his First
Symphony, which is recognized as the first
classic example of a Georgian symphony. This

remarkable piece had a profound impact on the
traiectorv of Georadian miiic. <ervinad a< Aan
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inspiration for other Georgian composers to
delve further into this genre and continue their
work in symphonic music.
