Mikhail Plethev

Sonata for Cello and Piano

While celebrated primarily for his pianistic virtuosity and
leadership of the Russian National Orchestra, Mikhalil
Plethev has also made significant contributions to
contemporary classical music through his compositions.
His works often reflect a deep understanding of classical
traditions, infused with a unique personal style.

Pletnev’s Sonata for Cello and Piano, composed in 2006,
was dedicated to and premiered by renowned cellist
Steven Isserlis, who, for over a decade, remained its sole
performer. The genesis of the sonata is a testament to the
close artistic collaboration and mutual respect between
Pletnev and Isserlis.

Steven Isserlis recalls the informal inception of the
sonata: “We were chatting about composing music next
to Misha's car in Verbier. | asked him if he ever considered
writing something for the cello. ‘What do you want?’, he
said. ‘Well, a sonata would be nice’, was my response.
And then one day | get an email from him saying: ‘Your
sonata is ready, you can download it here’. He wrote this
piece keeping in mind my musical tastes - he knows that
| love lyrical music and wrote a sonata full of beautiful
melodies. Pletnev once told me that the last movement is
‘an elegy on the death of music’... he is not a big fan of
‘aggressively contemporary’ music, and so the sonata is
written in a very traditional, Russian language - you will
hear some Prokofiev, some Rachmaninoff, but above all,
you will hear Pletnev - he is such a deep musician that
even in this traditional paradigm he could find his voice”.
Pletnev’s Sonata for Cello and Piano stands out for its
melodic richness and emotional depth which makes it a
significant contribution to modern chamber music,
highlighting Pletnev’s unique voice as a composer.

Franz Schubert

Sonata for Arpeggione and Piano in A Minor, D. 821

The arpeggione is a six-stringed instrument. It is fretted
and tuned like a guitar, but due to its curved bridge, it can
be bowed like a cello. That’s why an alternative name for
arpeggione is a guitar violoncello. Arpeggione was
invented around 1823, by the Viennese luthiers Johann
Georg Stauffer and Peter Teufelsdorfer. Just one year
later Schubert composed his Sonata for arpeggione with
piano accompaniment that would become the only
significant piece written for this instrument. The Sonata
was commissioned by Schubert's friend and virtuoso of
the arpeggione Vincenz Schuster. Schubert composed
the Sonata without any financial interest. Arpeggione’s
extended range and six-string setup with enriched
virtuosic opportunities inspired Schubert to fully exploit
the possibilities of the new instrument. Schubert's
melodic genius shines through the arpeggione's
expressive lines, accompanied by the piano's delicate
accompaniment. The music weaves a tapestry of beauty
and emotion, creating a heartfelt and Iintimate
conversation between the two instruments.
Unfortunately, after a brief period of popularity for about a
decade, the interest in the arpeggione vanished. As for
Schubert’s Sonata, it was not published until 1871.
However, since then, unlike arpeggione itself, Arpeggione
Sonata have been enjoying success and popularity.
Mostly it is performed in transcriptions for cello or viola
with piano accompaniment, though versions involving
other instruments are also played. Today you will hear the
transcription for Cello and Piano.

Meanwhile in Georgia...

The first sonata for cello and piano in the history of
Georgian classical music was composed in 1957. Its
author, Shalva Taktakishvili (1900-1965), is one of the
pioneers of chamber and instrumental music in Georgia.
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
