Programme Notes

Antonin Dvorak

Piano Trio No. 4 in E Minor, Op. 90, B. 166,
“Dumky”

The word “Dumka” is the diminutive form of
the Ukrainian “Duma” and denotes thought
and contemplation. In Ukrainian musical
folklore, the dumka is a genre of mournful
and epic ballad that was embraced by many
European Romantic composers. However,
Dvorak is particularly renowned for his
“*dumky” (the plural form of “dumka” is
“dumky”). The second movement of his
famous Second Piano Quintet bears the title
Dumka; he also composed two piano pieces
called Dumka, and his Fourth Piano Trio
consists of six Dumky movements.

Pyotr Tchaikovsky

Piano Trio in A Minor, Op. 50, “In Memory of
a Great Artist”

Pyotr Tchaikovsky’s Piano Trio can also be
seen as a kind of dumka on the meaning of
life. In 1881, the death of his closest friend,
the great pianist Nikolai Rubinstein, had a
profound impact on the composer. “It’s dark
In my head, it could not be otherwise.
Questions on death, the purpose and
meaning of life, its infinity or finitude are
insoluble for a weak mind,” — he wrote. It
was against this background of reflection
that he composed his only piano trio,
dedicated to the memory of a great artist. It
IS perhaps no coincidence that in November
1893, after the composer’s death, the A
minor Trio — inscribed In Memory of a Great
Artist — was performed multiple times at
memorial concerts in his honour in Moscow
and St. Petersburg.

Meanwhile in Georgia...

In 1893, the year of Tchaikovsky's death, his
opera “Pigue Dam” was premiered in
Georgia. The Russian composer was truly
beloved in this country and this love was
mutual. Tchaikovsky visited Georgia five
times and, according to his letters, fell in
love with the country and its capital. "l have
not expected them to know my music that
well in Tiflis... It pleases my soul, making
Tiflis even more attractive for me," he wrote
to his patron, Nadezhda von Meck. In the
autumn of 1890, Tchaikovsky visited Georgia
for the last time. "What an amazing country,”
he wrote to his friend, "if | were younger, |
would have stayed here forever."
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
