Programme Notes

Joseph Haydn

String Quartet in B-flat Major, Op. 76, No. 4,
*Sunrise”

Haydn composed his String Quartet in B-flat
Major, Op. 76, No. 4 in 1797 as part of his
final set of six quartets, commissioned by
the Hungarian nobleman Count Joseph
Erdédy. The work’s nickname, “Sunrise,”
comes from the radiant opening of the first
movement, as the theme rises over
sustained chords. These late quartets,
written after his return from London and
amid his work on the oratorio “The
Creation”, display the maturity and
inventiveness of a composer often called the
“father of the string quartet.”

Leos Janacek

String Quartet No. 1, “Kreutzer Sonata”
Janacek composed his First String Quartet
In 1923, inspired not by Beethoven’s violin
sonata of the same name, but by Leo
Tolstoy’s novella “The Kreutzer Sonata”,
which uses Beethoven’s work as a central
motif. Tolstoy’s story of jealousy, passion,
and violence left a deep impression on
Janacek, who translated its psychological
intensity into music. The quartet was
premiered by the Czech Quartet on 17
October 1924 and quickly became one of
Janacek’s most frequently performed
chamber works.

Johannes Brahms

String Quartet No. 1 in C Minor, Op. 51, No.
’

Brahms worked on string quartets for many
years before finally publishing his first two,
Op. 51, in 1873. For instance, Joseph
Joachim’s correspondence reveals that
Brahms was already working on a C-minor
quartet in 1865. The delay was due In part to
the shadow of Beethoven, whose quartets
set a daunting standard that Brahms felt
compelled to meet. The C-minor Quartet,
dedicated to Brahms’s friend Theodor
Billroth, was premiered in Vienna in
December 1873 by the Hellmesberger
Quartet. With its seriousness of tone and
tightly constructed form, the work was
Immediately recognised as a major
contribution to the chamber music tradition
and has remained one of Brahms’s most
frequently performed quartets.

Meanwhile in Georgia...

The first Georgian string quartet was
established in 1900 by Andria Karashvili
(1857-1925). Recognised as the founder of
the Georgian violin school and the first
professional Georgian violinist, he had even
crafted his own violin during his student
years. Karashvili studied at the
conservatories of St. Petersburg and
Warsaw before returning to Georgia in 1893.
From 1920 until his death, he taught at the
Thbilisi State Conservatoire.
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
